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Berry Farm Bat House (26 February 2009)
Repair and reconstruction of the north facing wall underway.
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The “cool box" under construction. When complete
this will reach the roof timbers above. It will provide
two chambers for roosting bats (8.3.09)

Pointing of the north-facing wall (Lisa, Chris, Claire, Will)
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A number of artificial bat
roosting features have been
incorporated into the new
stone walls. Four Bat tubes
(left) have been incorporated
into the north- and south-
facing walls; in each wall, 1
tube is on the external surface,
1 on the internal surface, to
provide a variety of roosting
sites.

Furthermore 2 N27 bat bricks
have also been included in the
walls.
